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An above ground storage tank is a storage tank with all the storage tank volume
above ground. An underground storage tank is one with all of the storage tank
volume below grade and the tank completely surrounded by or in intimate contact
with backfill. Tanks may be used to store petroleum or allied petroleum products.
Petroleum products are liquid compounds refined from crude oil and include:
Gasoline; Diesel fuel; Aviation fuel; Kerosene; Naphtha; Lubricating oil;
Fuel oil; Engine oil; and Used oil. Allied Petroleum products can be a

mixture of liquid chemiclas that are either refined or derived from crude
oil. Allied petroleum products include: Thinners, solvents, and linseed
oil; Benzene, toluene, technical grade acetone, methyl ethyl ketone;

Inks (used in printing inductry); and Isapropanol, technical grade

methanol, or uninhibited ethylene glycol. Storage of pertoleum

and allied petroleum products is regulated by the
